Purpose:

This assessment allows you to:
· Complete an assessment under test conditions under direct supervision from your teacher

· Analyse the personality of a character of your choice

· Consider two conceptions of personality and apply them to your chosen character

· Evaluate conclusions using strengths and weaknesses of the theories discussed

Description of Assessment

Part A – 
Choose a character from a film, book, series or play (or other media type as negotiated with your teacher) and use this character to gain an understanding of their personality.

Part B – 
Prepare to discuss the following in relation to your chosen character under test conditions – under the direct supervision of your teacher:
· Introduce the character and give a summary of their role in the film, book, series etc.

· Compare and Contrast TWO different conceptions of personality (Psychodynamic, Humanistic or Trait)

· Apply two specific theories (one from each conception discussed above) to the character you have chosen (ensure you use specific examples to support your conclusions)

· Evaluate your findings, discussing strengths and limitations for the theorists you have chosen in reference to your analysis of your chosen character.

Assessment Conditions

Students will have 90 minutes of class time to compile a formal response.

Students will be allowed to bring 1 single sided A4 page note sheet to assist them in completing an extended response under direct supervision.
