Context: Community Enterprise


Purpose:  
· To explore examples of Aboriginal peoples using enterprise to express culture and reclaim identity and power
· To reflect on own learning from and with Aboriginal peoples, communities and sources


Assessment description:
Your task is to create a pamphlet promoting an Aboriginal business whose aim is to revive, maintain or share culture. 
The business could be related to tourism, fashion, the arts and media, foods, language, apps and technology.

Your pamphlet should include:
· The purpose and activities of the Aboriginal business
· Its history – why and how it started, and the people behind it
· How the business revives, maintains or shares culture
· Benefits to the community (both Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal)
· Success and accomplishments
· Your own engagement with the business, and what you have learned 

One of the assessment criteria is engaging with Aboriginal peoples, communities and sources, so make sure you refer to a number of Aboriginal sources. If possible, connecting with the business through email, phone or social media is strongly encouraged.

Assessment conditions:
A pamphlet with images, and 800words max
A reference to all sources used.

The specific features being assessed are:
KU1	Knowledge and understanding of narratives as told by Aboriginal peoples.
ER1	Reflection on own learning from and with Aboriginal peoples, communities and sources.
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
